THE NATIONAL EMERGENCY NETWORK OF AMATEUR RADIO IN NICARAGUA 
 
The  Emergency System of Club de Radio-Experimentadores de Nicaragua (CREN), member of the IARU in Nicaragua, ever since 
its establishment has an active participation in emergency network of Nicaragua. 
 
With the publication of Law # 377, two years ago in Nicaragua, it created the National System of Prevention, Relieves and Attention 
to Disasters ( SINAPRED) (Sistema Nacional para la Prevencion, Mitigacion y Atencion de Desastres ); in which the suggestions by 
the CREN were taken in consideration. 
 
With the new regulation, the Amateurs Radio of Nicaragua actually form part of the Special Operations Commission and are active 
with the Disasters Operations Center (CODE) of the SINAPRED. Due in part that before this law passed, all Amateurs Radio 
operators were called to help in communications in a proactive way in case of emergencies or disasters. 
 
ORGANIZATION AND PERFORMANCE OF THE NATIONAL EMERGENCY NETWORK OF AMATEURS RADIO IN NICARGUA.
 
The National Emergency Network of Amateur Radio in Nicaragua, has a National Coordinator who is the President of the CREN. 
Also they have two Assistants of emergencies; the funtion of first assistant is taking by the Vice-President of the CREN; the second 
assistant is designated by the Association Amateur Radio of North (URANO) which is located in the north of Nicaragua.
 
The Netwok is found QAP and QRV in HF, 7.098 Mhz LSB with the indicative YN1-YN. It is also linked to a trunking system in VHF, 
24 hours a day, with the Executive Secretary of the SINAPRED; which is conformed of ten Stations bases: The Vice
Nicaragua, Police, Civil Defence of the Nicaragua Army, The National Institute of Terrritorial Studies (INETER), Volunteers 
Fireman, some Department of the Government, Red Cross and the Amateur Radio. 
 
In case of an emergency or disaster; The Commission Telecommunications of Nicaragua ( TELCOR ), has already assigned the 
principal and alternative frequencies to operate the Emergency Network of Nicaragua. At this moment the CREN is trying to make 
the necessary arrangement with TELCOR for nominate and setup with the special indicative YN0-YN, to the official Station working 
the emergency Network, when its requires.
